Text 2. It derived from English word “emotion”. A person who can express himself
or herself freely. Expression of emotions is a main rule of this subculture. They can
be sad or happy. They are sensitive and they can be easily depressed. They are thin,
tall, with pale faces, black haired, hair should be straight a fringe closing one eye. A
black eye-liner make-up, black nail polish. Favourite colours black and pink. Tight
jeans with holes and patches. Skin tight T-shirts. Rubber soled sports boots. Pierced
ears, nose, tongue. Scream is a keyword of their favourite music.

Text 3. They appreciate everything, connected with love and death. Their point of
view on life can be called as “depressive romantism”. They find loneliness,
passionate love with a tragic end beautiful and fascinating. Usually members of this

subculture dye their hair and nails in black. They have slim bodies, and a fantastic
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make-up. Sometimes they pierce their lips, noses and eyebrows. The main idea of
their style is to look like vampires, witches or black magicians. They prefer listening
